characterized by:  



1.  TRUTH.  Vs. 14-15a

“And concerning you, my brethren, I myself also 

am convinced that you yourselves are full of 

goodness, filled with all knowledge, and able also 

to admonish one another.  But I have written 

very boldly to you on some points, so as to 

remind you again…”   



“And even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to 

those who are perishing, in whose case the 

god of this world has blinded the minds of the 

unbelieving, that they might not see the light 

of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the 

image of God.  For we do not preach ourselves 

but Christ Jesus as Lord and ourselves as your 

bondservants for Jesus’ sake.”  2 Cor.  4:3-5



2.  GRACE. Vs. 15b-16

“…because of the grace that was given me from God.  

To be a minister of Christ Jesus to the Gentiles, 

ministering as a priest the gospel of God, that my 

offering of the Gentiles might become acceptable, 

sanctified by the Holy Spirit.”  vs.  16



“But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a 

holy nation, a people for God’s own possession…”  

1 Peter 2:9

priests to His God and Father; to Him be the glory 
and the dominion forever and ever.

3.  HUMILITY. Vs. 17-18

accomplished through me, resulting in obedience of 

the Gentiles by word and deed.”  vs.  17-18

4.  POWER. Vs. 19

“In the power of signs and wonders, in the power 

of the Spirit; so that from Jerusalem and round 

about as far as Illyricum I have fully preached 

the gospel of Christ.”  vs.  19
